The goal of this class is to improve and perfect your listening, speaking, and writing skills in Italian. This course is designed to give you a better knowledge and understanding of grammar, literature, history and culture of the Italian people. Active participation is a must! The target language will be spoken almost exclusively in class. This is the only way that we can expect to reach our goal. Please do not be afraid to make mistakes: this is how we learn.

By adhering to the following guidelines, you will achieve great success in Italian this year:

1. Materials: (required on a daily basis)

· 5 Subject notebook

· One two pocket folder for filing tests/quizzes, handouts or homework
· Pens, pencils, glue
· An Italian dictionary to bring to class every day

· Homework, projects, assignments in class when due

· Highlighters, a ruler, eraser

· 1-Box of tissues
· 1-Handsanitizer 

· Without any of the above items, you are considered unprepared and points will be deducted.

2. Grading Policy: your grade will be based on the following:

· Homework = 20% -Homework will be assigned almost every night. You are required to do your homework, if you fail to do an assignment points will be deducted from your homework grade. Homework must be done on a clean of loose leaf paper or directly on the worksheet. Homework will be checked by the teacher and/or collected random. If you’re absent ask your fellow classmates for missing homework.
· Participation = 20% - You are encouraged to participate willingly in all classroom activities and informal tasks. There will also be various dialogues to create/perform skits and/or other formal oral tasks throughout each quarter. At the end of each quarter, you will receive a participation grade, which includes oral, participation, as well as group cooperation, attentiveness and effort
· Tests = 30% (projects will be counted as a test) Exam will be administrated at the end of each topic study.
· Quizzes = 30% - There will be many quizzes, vocabulary quizzes, grammar quizzes, throughout each quarter. Most quizzes will be announced unless there is an instance where a pop quiz is necessary. 
3. Class Rules:

· Students must arrive promptly, be seated with all materials ready and start the “Do Now” when the bell rings. 

· You must take notes when the teacher is teaching. Everything that goes on the board must be written in your binder!

· All students are expected to conduct themselves in an appropriate fashion in the classroom, demonstrating courtesy, politeness, and mutual respect for their peers and teacher. Unacceptable behavior will be not tolerated. You must be open minded and listen to each others ideas and opinions.

· A clean environment is a healthy one.  Let us take pride in our classroom. There will be no writing on the desks, or papers left on the floor.

· Raise your hand before speaking and be respectful of other students when they are speaking.

· Listen attentively, participate, take good notes and ask questions.
· Study every night! This is the only way that you will remember what you study for more than a day.
