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How to use this freebie: 
 
•  Print and laminate all materials. 
•  Cut out the bubbles on p. 8; Cut out cards and sentence strips. 
•  3  ways to play:   
1.   1 .Use the Action Bubble Boards as printed with the accompanying 

action cards. To work on labeling verbs, have the child turn over a 
card, find the matching action on the Bubble board and cover it.* 

2.  2. To work on pronouns He/She and auxiliary verbs, place an action 
card on the sentence strip and say the sentence before covering 
the matching bubble.  

3.   3. Attach Velcro dots to the cut out bubbles and to the bubble on 
the Bubble boards. Cover the bubbles on the boards to hide the 
pictures. Have the child remove the bubbles and name the actions. 

 

* Ideas for covering bubbles:  use dot paints, dip a toilet tissue tube in 
paint and stamp “bubbles” on top of the action bubbles, use chips or 
erasers of any sort, squish play dough balls on the bubbles, or (here’s my 
favorite) have the child blow bubbles at the pictures!
